What is a Digital Portfolio?
Creating Digital Portfolios is an innovative and exciting project designed to engage young people with modern technology while at the same time develop and increase new skills.  

How does it work?

Using a combination of free software programs, which are already on your computer or can be downloaded from the Internet, and a mobile phone and/or digital camera/video camera, it is possible to combine photographs, video and audio to produce colourful, engaging media which can be exported to a mobile or portable device such as a phone or saved to a CD or even as a Blog, podcast, vlog etc. 
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How can a digital portfolio help young people?

Digital portfolios are increasingly being recognised and accepted as an alternative to traditional CVs.

This is a great way for young people to demonstrate their interests and skills to support them in interviews for college or employment.  
The focus of a portfolio can include, for example, a personal diary, hobbies or interests etc.
